The RI Senate (S2739) heard a companion bill to the previous House bill (H7416) regarding BSN in 10.  This bill would mandate a BSN be completed in 10 years following graduation for the ASN/ADN or diploma graduates.  Concerns exist as to the monitoring ability of the RI BORN.  There is a recommendation for the establishment of a study commission to determine all the factors involved with such a requirement as well as the impact to the RI health care.   Maureen also reported that Kent Memorial hospital has announced that they have 46 LPN’s go that have been employed by them to manage the budget shortfall
