The Massachusetts/Rhode Island League for Nursing congratulates Regis College and Lawrence Memorial/Regis College Nursing Programs for being designated as a Center of Excellence.  The nursing programs were awarded this special designation for 2008 through 2011 during the NLN four-day summit in San Antonio, TX.  Only fifteen schools have received this designation.  The Baccalaureate, Masters and Doctoral nursing programs at Regis College and the Associate program at Lawrence Memorial/Regis College were the first in New England! 

Each year, since 2004, the NLN invites nursing schools to apply for this designation based on their ability to demonstrate sustained excellence in faculty development, nursing education research, or student learning and professional development.  Continuous quality improvement is also a major component in the evaluation process.
