NLN Summit 2009 Report

At the end of September, I was honored to represent the Nebraska League for Nursing at the 2009 NLN Summit in Philadelphia. The Summit focused on a celebration of excellence in nursing education by “Exploring Pathways to Excellence in Clinical Education”. 

Highlights included the opening keynote address by Roswyn Hakesley-Brown, a nurse educator from the UK. Her presentation focused on the idea of preparing nurses to be globe in their practice. During the plenary session, a panel of highly talented nurse educators introduced a new model for improving competencies across the spectrum in nursing education, from LPN to MSN. Breakout sessions focused on curriculum redesign and development to meet the demands of today’s practicing nurse. Simulation was another hot topic during breakout sessions including focus on current research, use of virtual reality, the SIRC website (http://sirc.nln.org), and making simulation more real with creative recipes and techniques. The last major idea that I took away from the Summit was the need for continued research to support the excellence that is occurring within nursing education.
