Certified Nurse Educator Examination Scholarship
PURPOSE:  The ALN Certified Nurse Educator Examination Scholarship supports the mission of the National League for Nursing to promote”excellence in nursing education to build a strong and diverse nursing workforce”. Specifically, these scholarships support  NLN Goal IV, “Advancement of the Science of Nursing Education: Promote evidence-based nursing education and the scholarship of teaching by offering the opportunity for academic nurse educators to become credentialed as  Certified Nurse Educators (CNE)”.  According to NLN, Nurse Educator Certification “creates a means for faculty to demonstrate their expertise in this role”.  CNE status “communicates to students, peers, and the academic and health care communities that the highest standards of excellence are being met”.  

ACTION:  ALN will award two $300 scholarships to individuals who meet National League for Nursing (NLN) eligibility requirements and are interested in registering for the Certified Nurse Educator Examination.

GUIDELINES:

1. Individuals applying must maintain membership in the Alabama League for Nursing.

2. To be eligible for selection, applicants must be present at the ALN Annual Meeting.

3. Announcements of the award recipients will be published.  Recipients will submit to the Board of the Alabama League for Nursing a status report on their CNE exam by the next ALN Annual Meeting. 

4. Grant submissions must include one application form (obtain application from Robin Spann, or on the ALN Web Site: www.alabamaleaguefornursing.org) 

5. An award of $300.00 each to two individuals will be awarded at the Annual meeting.

Option A: Must meet criteria 1, 2, & 3
1. Licensure: A currently active registered nurse license in the United States or its territories. 

2. Education: A master’s or doctoral degree in nursing with: 

· a major emphasis in nursing education 

· nine or more credit hours of graduate-level education courses*
Examples of acceptable courses include: Curriculum Development and Evaluation; Instructional Design; Principles of Adult Learning; Assessment/Measurement & Evaluation; Principles of Teaching and Learning, Instructional Technology 
Note: Graduate-level research or statistics courses do not count toward this requirement. 

3. Experience: Two years or more of full-time employment** in the academic faculty role within the past five years. 

Option B: Must meet criteria 1, 2 & 3 

1. Licensure: A currently active registered nurse license in the United States or its territories. 

2. Education: A master’s or doctoral degree in nursing (with a major emphasis in a role other than nursing education). 

3. Experience: Four years or more of full-time employment** in the academic faculty role within the past five years.
**full-time employment as defined by the institution 

All eligibility criteria for initial certification must be met at the time of application.
