History of Present Illness: Transported to the emergency room by ambulance after a single vehicle roll over car accident 2 weeks ago. He was confused and disoriented and suffering from a concussion. He was observed for 24 hours and released with referrals to go to neurology and behavioral health. He did not keep his initial referral appointments but arrived last week at our office for a refill on his sumatriptan and was evaluated and rescheduled for further evaluation of his concussion.
Social History: Randy is married and he and his wife, Joy, have twin sons, Jeff and Jarod (age 18 months). Randy was deployed to Iraq for 12 months with the US Army National Guard. He never sustained a life-threatening injury but was involved in four separate convoy incidents and was placed under observation after two of the improvised explosive device - IED - incidents. Simulation Learning Objectives

General Objectives (Note: The objectives listed below are general in nature and once learners have been exposed to the content, they are expected to maintain competency in these areas. Not every simulation will include all of the objectives listed.)
1. Practice standard precautions.
1. Employ strategies to reduce risk of harm to the patient.
1. Conduct assessments appropriate for care of patient in an organized and systematic manner.
1. Perform priority nursing actions based on assessment and clinical data.
1. Reassess/monitor patient status following nursing interventions.
1. Communicate with patient and family in a manner that illustrates caring, reflects cultural awareness, and addresses psychosocial needs.
1. Communicate appropriately with other health care team members in a timely, organized, patient-specific manner.
1. Make clinical judgments and decisions that are evidence-based.
1. Practice within nursing scope of practice.
1. Demonstrate knowledge of legal and ethical obligations. 

Simulation Scenario Objectives

1. Employ therapeutic communication.
2. Use concussion and mental status assessment tools.
3. Apply knowledge of concussion and traumatic brain injury to nursing assessments and interventions.
4. Identify era-specific characteristics of this veteran’s condition and behavior.

Guidelines/Information Related to Roles

Learners in role of nurse should determine which assessments and interventions each will be responsible for, or facilitator can assign nurse 1 and nurse 2 roles with related responsibilities.

Information on behaviors, emotional tone, and what cues are permitted should be clearly communicated for each role. A script may be created from Scenario Progression Outline.

Wife, Joy: Concerned about her husband. Sits near him. Answers some of his questions when he seems confused. Sometimes touches his arm with her hand in support.


Pre-briefing/Briefing

Prior to report, participants will need pre-briefing/briefing. During this time, faculty/facilitators should establish a safe container for learning, discuss the fiction contract and confidentiality, and orient participants to the environment, roles, time allotment, and objectives.

Report Students Will Receive Before Simulation

[bookmark: _Hlk8745656]Time: 1500, two weeks after Randy’s accident

Person providing report: Dr. Reynolds

Situation: Our patient, Randy Adams is back today. You may recall that he is a 32-year-old male patient of mine who had a concussion after a motor vehicle accident about two weeks ago. Randy lost consciousness during the accident and was very confused so we kept him in the hospital for 24 hours for observation and I referred him to neurology and behavioral health. He showed up in the office last week, a day ahead of his scheduled appointment.

Background: He is an Iraq war veteran and he thought after the accident that this all happened in Iraq. I am more than a little concerned that he has some residual problems from a couple of explosive incidents while he was in Iraq and I referred him to neurology and behavioral health, but he did not keep the appointments. I spoke to his wife, Joy, on the phone after he left and she assured me she would have him follow through. I’ve encouraged them to get into care at the VA, but he really resists that. He takes sumatriptan for migraines, which started after he came home from deployment.

Assessment: See if Joy got him to go to neurology and behavioral health. I hope so!

Recommendation: I’d like you to reassess his symptoms and administer the Mini-Cog again. Last week he was a little off on the clock drawing. Compare his answers to the one you did last week. Do an Acute Concussion Evaluation too and compare it to the ones done in the hospital and at the visit last week. See if he went to his visits at neurology and psychology. I’d like to know your results before I step in to see him.

	As Randy enters the exam room with his wife Joy and the nurse, he makes it clear that he wants to sit where his back is to the wall and he is near the door.

“I went to that Dr. Patrick, the neurologist, and he gave me some new medication that seems to help with the headaches. (Randy will hand bottle of pills containing topiramate 25 mg to nurse.) I take one in the morning and one at night and I’m supposed to increase that next week to one in the morning and two at night. Then the next week, 2 in the morning and 2 at night. He wants me to take 100 mg a day total. He really wants me to give this VA thing a try. I guess he does some consulting work for them so I might be able to keep seeing him.”

“That shrink, Dr. Nalor, didn’t say much. Asked me a lot of questions that made my head hurt, but when I told him it gave me a headache, he stopped and ordered me some sessions with a counselor who does some kind of relaxation training. I have an appointment with the counselor next week. I hope it helps.”

Joy: “It was really good for both of us to see the consultants and I’m so glad we went through the VA. They were really nice, don’t you think, honey?”
	Learners should begin by:

· Performing hand hygiene
· Introducing selves
· Confirming patient ID
· Explaining assessments to be conducted
· Asking about appointments with neurologist and behavioral health
· Responding therapeutically to Randy and Joy
	Role member providing cue: Joy

Cue: If learners do not ask about appointments, Joy will say: “Tell the nurse about your appointments with Dr. Patrick and Dr. Nalor.”

Headache-yes

Randy adds: “The boys have not woken me up the last several nights, even though Joy got up with them at least a couple of times.”

Randy: “Physical activity does not make it worse, but cognitive does make it a little worse.”
	Learners are expected to:

· Ask questions on ACE symptom checklist
	Role member providing cue: Joy

Cue: “I think he’s sleeping better now than before, too.”




	10-20 min
	Randy is able to recall all three words.

See attached clock drawing.


	Learners are expected to:

Administer the Mini Cog
· Give three words to remember.
· Ask to draw a clock per Mini-Cog instructions
· Ask to repeat original 3 words 

Tell patient doctor will be in shortly
	Role member providing cue: Facilitator 

Cue: Ask student to come to debriefing room to give handoff to Dr. Reynolds.


	
	
	At conclusion, learners will report findings to Dr. Reynolds using SBAR or other standardized communication tool.

Cue: If learners omit any important assessment data, Dr. Reynolds will ask for missing information.

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Debriefing/Guided Reflection

Note to Faculty
[bookmark: _Hlk133329467]We recognize that faculty will implement the materials we have provided in many ways and venues. Some may use them exactly as written and others will adapt and modify extensively. Some may choose to implement materials and initiate relevant discussions around this content in the classroom or clinical setting in addition to providing a simulation experience. We have designed this scenario to provide an enriching experiential learning encounter that will allow learners to accomplish the listed objectives and spark rich discussion during debriefing. There are a few main themes that we hope learners will bring up during debriefing, but if they do not, we encourage you to introduce them.

Themes for This Scenario: 
· Compare all three ACE assessments and discuss your impressions
· Do you think Randy is improving? If so, what do you attribute it to?
· What challenges is Randy still facing? What might help him overcome those challenges?

[bookmark: _Hlk133329483]We do not expect you to introduce all of the questions listed below. The questions are presented only to suggest topics that may inspire the learning conversation. Learner actions and responses observed by the debriefer should be specifically addressed using a theory-based debriefing methodology (e.g., Debriefing with Good Judgment, Debriefing for Meaningful Learning, PEARLS). The debriefing questions for consideration are organized into the phases of debriefing, as recommended by the Healthcare Simulation Standard of Best Practice™ The Debriefing Process. The following phases are included below: Reactions/Defuse, Analysis/Discovery and Summary/Application. Remember to also identify important concepts or curricular threads that are specific to your program.

	Discuss the safety issues you considered when implementing care for this patient.

	
	What measures did you implement to ensure safe patient care?
